The trucks are very expensive and even though they are running ok now, will 
not last forever. Eventually through out time the equipment will need to be replaced and we as a Town will be asked to come up 
with it if we want the Dept. to continue. It would put a financial burden on all of us or we can start fund raising now for the fu-
ture. 
    In the past there were fund raisers and collections for the Dept., run mostly by the Dept. We have no Fire Dept. auxiliary to 
help out with and run these kinds of things. They used to send notices out in the tax bills and actually got quite a few donations 
that way, from residents and non-residents alike. The Fire Dept. was asked to come and help stuff the envelopes but they didn’ t 
have any volunteers to do that, and the notices stopped being sent. Myrtle Flanders used to run a rummage sale to benefit the 
Fire Dept. and brought in quite a bit of money that way, but when she passed away no one kept it going.  
    There are so many things that can be done to raise money for the Dept. rummage sales, bake sales, coin drops, whatever you 
can think of. It would help us all (the taxpayers) if there were volunteers that could take over the fund raising. If you have ideas 
you want to put by the Dept. the Fire Dept., it meets the first Thursday of every month. In the odd months it meets at the East 
Corinth station and in the even months it meets at the Cookeville station at 7:00 pm.
