Some Facts about CFLs 
and Mercury:

Mercury 
is commonly found in 
thermometers, light 
switches, thermostats, 
and batteries. Older 
household thermome-
ters contain about 500 
mg of mercury. It 
would take over 100 
CFLs to equal that 
amount. BUT Do Not 
Throw these bulbs in 
the trash. They need to 
be taken to a disposal 
location. For our area 
the Aubuchon Hard-
ware in Bradford takes 
them. They will pollute 
our environment.

  At the library, we work hard 
to maintain a good book collec-
tion.  And thanks to all those 
who donated books and plants 
for our recent sale, as well as to 
those volunteers who helped 
out and those who bought 
books and/or plants, our collec-
tion will continue to improve.  
The proceeds from the sale will 
help us finance our continuous 
efforts to develop the collec-
tion, and some of the newer 
book donations (which we 
greedily kept for ourselves) are 
already gracing our shelves.  I 
encourage everyone, especially 
history lovers, to keep an eye 
on our shelves in the weeks 
ahead, as there’s a good chance 
that more than one new book 
will catch your eye. 
  At the same time, beyond the 
books, we are also here to pro-
vide the community with a pub-
lic space.  Currently, we’ re in 
the process of redesigning our 
downstairs to make more room 
for folks to read in comfort, to 
work on their laptops (via our 
high speed wireless internet 
access), to meet up with others 
for either informal or formal 
discussions, or to use for sched-
uled events.  Our hope is that 
we will be able to secure some 
comfortable seating (perhaps 
some floor cushions, a couple 
of armchairs, and a couch or 
two), so that the downstairs will 
become more accommo-

dating to more people. 
  Partly, the plan is to create a 
public space that the older kids 
and teens (in addition to every-
one else) in our community will 
feel comfortable using both in-
formally and for scheduled 
events.  Just this last Friday, we 
showed The Golden Compass 
down there, and I hope to show 
more films on Friday evenings 
in the months ahead that will 
appeal to the middle school and 
high school age folks (as well 
as to adults) in the area.  But I 
hope that our improvements to 
the downstairs space will prove 
useful for both adults and kids 
to use after school and in the 
evening for schoolwork, for 
personal reading, and for get-
ting together with friends as 
well. 
  This is not to say that we are 
shifting our focus away from 
the little ones.  For many years, 
the library has served the young 
children of the area very well.  
With a wonderful children’s 
space defined by the Peggy 
Watson mural, with a wonder-
ful collection of picture books, 
and with the dedication of peo-
ple like Lois Sherwood, Abby 
Fleming, and now Sarah Rine-
himer, we have been able to 
connect kids with books at an 
early age.  And we hope to con-
tinue to do so as well as we can 
for as long as we can.  Now that 

the Sugar Maple preschool-

ers are joining us for story time, 
we are hosting as many as 
thirty-one kids for our weekly 
Thursday morning story time, 
and we hope to keep that enthu-
siasm going.  In addition, we 
hope to keep those kids plugged 
into the library and to the world 
of books as they continue to 
grow through elementary 
school, middle school, and high 
school.  And as they develop 
some independence in their 
middle school years and their 
high school years, it is our hope 
to provide them with a resource 
that will help them do so in a 
positive, community-oriented 
way. Remember that the library 
is here for you to use, and it is 
here for you to develop.  If you 
would like to get an evening 
chess group going, if you’ re 
interested in a poetry night, or if 
you would like to help develop 
an afterschool program or a 
weekend event for kids and/or 
teens, our re-configured down-
stairs space may serve you well.  
Let us know what you think, 
and we’ ll see what we can do.
